4. Establish electrical connections:
a) Connect the NEUTRAL FIXTURE WIRE (blue insulation) to the NEUTRAL JUNCTION BOX WIRE (is 

usually white or blue insulation) using the terminal block. Be sure that no wire strands are exposed. 
b) Connect the HOT FIXTURE WIRE (brown insulation) to the HOT JUNCTION BOX WIRE (is usually
 
 

black or brown insulation) using the terminal block. Be sure that no wire strands are exposed. DO
NOT REVERSE THE HOT AND NEUTRAL CONNECTIONS OR SAFETY WILL BE COMPROMISED.

7. Restore power to ceiling outlet junction box and test fixture.
8. Assembly and installation is complete.

Care Instructions: Do not use abrasive cleaning solution. Clean it using soft dry cloth or static duster.

Keep these instructions for future reference.

6. Insert six (6) 25-watt maximum E14/SES bulbs (not included) into the sockets. DO NOT EXCEED
THE RECOMMENDED WATTAGE.

 

 

5. After all connections are made attach the canopy (E) to the crossbar (D). Align the holes of the side
 
 
 

portions of the crossbar with the holes located in the side of the canopy. Using a screwdriver insert the
canopy screws (B) and star washers (C) through each hole of the canopy and into threaded
engagement with the cross bar. Do not over-tighten the screws.

 

 
 
 
 

c) If the J-Box includes a ground wire, attach the GROUND WIRE of the fixture (green with a yellow
stripe) to the GROUND J-BOX WIRE using the terminal block. Be sure that no wire strands are
exposed. If there is no ground wire in the J-Box, use a screwdriver to secure the end of the
chandelier ground wire to the GREEN screw located on the cross-bar. Wrap the wire around the
screw once clockwise and then tighten the screw. Make sure that the wire is held firmly by the screw
and did not slip out during tightening.
